FIRST TIME ASSEMBLY

n Install the handle (see page 7).

Completely uncoil garden hose or remove

STARTING THE UNIT (COLD START)

n Add fuel (see page 10).

Do not use E15 or E85 fuel in this product. It is
a violation of federal law and will damage the
unit and void your warranty. Only use unleaded
gasoline containing up to 10% ethanol.

This is a 4-cycle engine. Do not mix fuel and
lubricant together.

Mix fuel stabilizer with gasoline according to
manufacturer’s directions prior to filling the
tank.

n Turn the fuel valve to OPEN (see page 10).

USING DETERGENT

n Install blue soap nozzle H Squeeze trigger and wait
(see page 11). approx. 5 seconds for

detergent (see page 12).

n Pour pressure washer
detergent in soap tank (see
page 12).

BLEACH

Use of soap nozzle will activate soap injector at a 20:1
dilution ratio.
